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Liability Waiver for Ground Crew Volunteers

Flying Paws is an all volunteer organization.  Flying Paws ground crews voluntarily provide transportation in privately owned or rented cars or fostering for special needs rescue animals.  Flying Paws does not financially reimburse the ground crews for any expenses for these activities.  Ground crews provide help with promotions, educational programs, foster care, ground transport and 
emergency ground transportation for veterinary care of the animals in transit.  No personal expenses are reimbursed.

I, the undersigned Flying Paws volunteer, agree to waive and do waive and release Flying Paws, its officers, directors and other volunteers from any and all claims including, but not limited to liability for negligence, any personal injury or property damage that might be suffered, and any wrongful death actions which an estate might bring, arising out of injury during any Flying Paws transport, foster or activity. It is understood and acknowledged that my signing this Waiver of Liability is bound and effective for any and all Flying Paws transports, foster or other activities.  I further understand that the driver of any Flying Paws  ground transport has the final decision concerning the cancellation of the transport due to weather, mechanical problems or for any reason whatsoever, if in their judgment the transport can not be completed in a safe manner.  Flying Paws requires that the driver of any ground transport hold the correct drivers license, have current insurance and meet all of the state and Federal regulations required to operate a vehicle.  The driver has the option to have another person ride with them provided that they have signed the Liability Waiver and it is on file with Flying Paws.  The providing of any transport is totally voluntary and if there is any reason whatsoever that the ground transport can not be completed in a safe manner: the transport is to be cancelled or postponed.  I understand that the animals must be transported in appropriate kennels and must be accompanied by all required paperwork.  Kennels are provided by the driver due to the different configurations of cars and remain the property of the driver.  Should an animal be transported outside of a kennel, it is the driver who will determine whether the transport will happen.  Transport safety determines any and all decisions by the driver.
